A RESOLUTION OF THE GOVERNING BOARD OF THE SOUTH FLORIDA WATER 
MANAGEMENT DISTRICT TO DECLARE AND ADOPT THE DEER FENCE CANAL 
(G-3W) LOCATED IN HENDRY COUNTY, CONTAINING 267.65 ACRES, MORE OR 
LESS, AS A WORK OF THE SOUTH FLORIDA WATER MANAGEMENT DISTRICT; 
PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

(“District”) may make a determination and declare that certain canals, lakes, streams, other water 

bodies and water control structures within the boundaries of the District are works of the District;

 WHEREAS, it is in the best interest of the people of Hendry County and the District that 

the Governing Board take action to declare the Deer Fence Canal to be a work of the District; and 

WHEREAS, the Governing Board, pursuant to Section 373.086, Florida Statutes, has the 

authority to adopt works of the District. 

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, by the Governing Board of the South Florida 

Water Management District: 

Section 1. The Governing Board of the South Florida Water Management District hereby 

adopts and declares the Deer Fence Canal (G-3W), containing 267.65 acres, more or less, 

located in Hendry County between County Road 846 and L-3 in Township 47 South, Range 32 

East; Township 47 South, Range 33 East; Township 46 South, Range 34 East, and Township 47 

South, Range 34 East, to be a work of the District. 
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Section 2. This Resolution shall take effect immediately upon adoption. 26
