Consideration of a request by the Palm Beach County Environmental Resources
Management (Application Number 09-1204-1), Permit Number 13007) for a
Modification of Right of Way Occupancy Permit Number 13007 and Waiver of the
District’s criteria to allow 2 existing gates to remain within the rights of way of C-
18W at the County’s existing, previously-authorized pedestrian bridge located
approximately 3.99 miles downstream of the Beeline Highway (S.R. 710) Bridge.
Location: Palm Beach County, Section 30, Township 41 South, Range 42 East.

The applicant’s request for Waiver of the District's criteria, which governs the
placement of semi-permanent and/or permanent above-ground encroachments
within 40 feet of the top of canal bank within Works or Lands of the District, is
based on substantial hardship. Palm Beach County owns and manages the
10,000 acre Loxahatchee Slough Natural Area, which is bisected by the C-18W
Canal. The County is also the underlying fee owner to the canal and rights of
way throughout this reach of C-18W and asserts that the gate structures are
necessary protect the adjacent natural areas from non-pedestrian uses and to
safely conduct on-going restoration activities. @ The District's Operations
Maintenance Resource staff has reviewed the project and has determined that
the existing gates do not significantly interfere with the District's current ability to
perform necessary construction, alteration, operation and routine maintenance
activities, so the purpose of the underlying statute will be achieved.

The applicant’s petition has been reviewed by the Office of Counsel for
compliance with the applicable legal requirements. Pursuant to section
120.542(6), F.S., notice of the petition was provided to the Department of State
and was published in Volume 35, Number 51 of the Florida Administrative
Weekly on December 24, 2009. No public comments were received.

Therefore, staff recommends approval of a Modification to Right of Way
Occupancy Permit Number 13007 and approval of the Petition for Waiver of the
District’s criteria which governs the placement of semi-permanent and/or
permanent above-ground encroachments within 40 feet of the top of canal bank
within Works or Lands of the District.
