SUBJECT: Spatial Database Development, GIS Application Development and GIS Analysis and 

Reporting Services with Dewberry & Davis LLC 
 
Background: 
The District has been successfully outsourcing GIS database development, application development, 
and GIS analysis and reporting services through the Science and Technology Services, GIS 
Discipline since February 2006. The existing Science and Technology Services, GIS Discipline work 
order contracts will begin expiring in February 2011.  In order to continue to these GIS services in an 
efficient, effective, economical and equitable manner, on July 16, 2010 the District issued RFP 
60000000385.  A total of twenty-one proposals were received, of which nineteen were found to be 
responsive/responsible.  Of the nineteen proposals, the top four will be awarded contracts.  
 
The District is requesting Governing Board approval to enter into a three year contract, with two one-year 
renewal options, subject to successful negotiations with Dewberry & Davis LLC, one of four firms 
selected, for which the total not-to-exceed amount contracts for all four firms is $2,000,000.  
 
All GIS work not requiring the supervision of a Licensed Florida Professional Surveyor/Mapper such 
as an analysis of land cover change over time to support water supply planning would go through 
these contracts.   
 
How this helps meet the District’s 10-year Strategic Plan:  
GIS services provides direct support to all District programs. 
 
Funding Source: The total amount for all four contracts is $2,000,000 for which $225,000 ad valorem 
FY11 funds are budgeted and the remainder is subject to Governing Board approval of the FY12-
FY14 budgets. 
 
This Board item impacts what areas of the District, both resource areas and geography:  
These contracts will provide GIS database development, application development, and GIS analysis 
and reporting services to all resource areas of the District and the entire geographic area of the 
District. 
 
What concerns could this Board item raise? 
There should be no concerns as the District followed Procurement and Contracting Policies and 
guidelines utilizing the RFP process. Work will be spread equitably among the four firms selected. 
 
Why should the Governing Board approve this item?  
To ensure that GIS services are available to accomplish the objectives set forth in the District’s 
Strategic Plan.
