AUTHORITY TO SETTLE THE MATTER, SUBJECT TO THE APPROVAL OF THE 
EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR, AGAINST WILLIAM I. DONNER AND OTHER 
APPROPRIATE OR NECESSARY PARTIES, IN THE 15TH JUDICIAL CIRCUIT 
COURT IN AND FOR PALM BEACH COUNTY, PROVIDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE. 
 
 WHEREAS, Sections 373.083(1) and 373.129, Florida Statutes, authorize the 

South Florida Water Management District (hereinafter “District”) to bring suit; 

 WHEREAS, on December 1, 2009 the District issued its Staff Report on Permit 

Application Number 070619-12 recommending a denial of an Environmental Resource 

Permit to bulkhead and fill in 2.03 acres of a 2.58 acre parcel of privately owned 

submerged land located in Lake Worth Lagoon and construction and operation of a 

surface water management system to serve 2.03 acres of a multi-family residential 

development known as Palm Beach Townhomes without prejudice to the applicant’s 

right to file a modified proposal through a new application; 

 WHEREAS, the District is an interested party that is in doubt about its rights to 

consider said application arising under the Florida Constitution, Florida Statutes, Laws 

of Florida, and the Florida Administrative Code;   

 WHEREAS, the District seeks to obtain a declaration of its rights, status, or other 

equitable or legal relations thereunder to proceed with consideration of said application;
