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ISsues

Biscayne Bay/Regional Perspective

A Loss of groundwater at beginning of dry season

A Drawdown release out of sync with natural system needs
tpoor timing, increased nearshore salinity

A Reduced groundwater levels may affect salt water
Intrusion

Agricultural Perspective
A Vital to seasonal row crops for planting and market timing

A Ornamental crops benefit, but drawdown is for seasonal
agriculture, not year round agriculture

A Land owners want flexibility to change crop usage
depending on markets
